Information and Organisation in Key Stage 2

Croeso yn ôl! Welcome back! We are pleased to provide an overview of arrangements in Key Stage 2 for your information. We are grateful for your continued support as parents/ carers and trust you find this information informative.
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Reading      Reading is a very important skill and improving skills in reading a school priority. Please encourage your child to read every day. During the first couple of weeks, your child will be issued with a school reading book and a reading record book. Please read with your child every evening and write in their reading log. Please include the name of the book, the number of pages read and include an encouraging comment or write words they had trouble with.                                                                                                  

It is important that all children bring their school reading book to school every day. Daily reading will be happening in class as well as reading as a group using the ‘Guided Reading’ approach therefore they will need their book! Once your child has finished their book, they need to fill in a book review sheet - a new book will then be issued. Books are changed once a week. It is important to note that it is not a race up the reading scheme, the focus is to develop all areas of reading including: understanding, expression, character, inference and application.

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Spellings    Every week, children in KS2 will be given a spelling list to learn.                                            Children  will have a week to learn these spellings and they will be tested weekly.                                               Spellings are based on word patterns with similar sounds: e.g. ‘E’ sound - ‘ee’ as                                                       in ‘see and ‘ea’ as in reach. There will sometimes be words without any particular                                          pattern – known as ‘red’ words.                                                                                                                         Please encourage your child by using the “Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check” method.                                                                                                  You can also use the spelling pattern to find additional words with your child at home.                                                      Please make sure the spelling book is returned to school for the new spellings to be inserted.                                                           Year 3 - Spellings will be sent home on a Thursday to be learnt for the following Thursday please. Year 4 – Spellings will be sent home on a Friday to be learnt for the following Friday.                                                       Year 5 & 6 – Spellings will be sent home on a Thursday for the following Thursday.       
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Homework   Homework is a good way of consolidating what children have learnt in school during the week. All children will receive homework in KS2 and we expect it to be completed at the same high standard we expect from the children’s class work.                                                                                                                Work not at the expected standard will need to be re-done. 
In Year 3 and 4, there will be one piece of work per week. Year 5 & 6 will receive two pieces of homework a week. Homework will usually have a Literacy or Numeracy focus. Children will also need to learn their spellings, and read their school reading book on a daily basis please.                                                 All KS2 classes - Homework will be sent home on a Thursday to be handed in on a Monday please.

P.E      All KS2 classes will receive the required 2 hours of PE a week. Children will be developing a range of skills during these lessons including: striking, fielding, catching, throwing, invasion games, problem-solving, creative movement, and gymnastics. They will also have the opportunity to develop their swimming skills.

Kit: Children require a plain yellow T-shirt or polo shirt (separate from their school shirt), black shorts, trainers/pumps, (socks if wearing tights for school.)

This term, Year 5&6 are also swimming on a Thursday morning. Children will need a swimming costume/trunks and a towel.
