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Our Aims 

“All children have a right to a broad, balanced and relevant education which provides continuity and progression and takes individual differences into account.” 

At Ysgol Tanyfron we:-
· cater for the needs of individual children of all gender identities, from all ethnic and social groups, including the most able and those who are experiencing additional learning needs; 
· facilitate children's acquisition of knowledge, skills and qualities which will help them to become ambitious, capable learners, healthy, confident individuals, creative, enterprising contributors and ethically informed citizens.  
· create and maintain an exciting and stimulating learning environment; 
· ensure that each child's education has continuity and progression; 

· ensure that all teaching and learning is child centred;
· provide an appropriate curricular balance amongst the competing and sometimes conflicting aims of education; 
· recognize the crucial role which parents play in their children's education and make every effort to encourage parental involvement in the educational process; 
· treat children in a dignified way. 

With this approach the children :-

· learn to be adaptable, how to solve problems in a variety of situations, how to work independently and as members of a team.

· develop the ability to make reasoned judgments and choices, based on interpretation and evaluation of relevant information from a variety of sources.

· are happy, cheerful and well balanced.

· are enthusiastic and eager to put their best into all activities; 
· begin acquiring a set of moral values, (e.g. respectful, happy, curious, ambitious, confident; on which to base their own behaviour); 
· are expected to behave in a dignified and acceptable way and learn to become responsible for their actions; 
· care for and take pride in their school; 
· develop tolerance, respect and appreciation of the feelings and capabilities of others in an unbiased way; 
· develop non-sexist and non-racist attitudes; 
· develop progressive skills across the six AOLEs of Languages, Literacy and Communication, Mathematics and Numeracy, Science and Technology, Humanities, Expressive Arts and Health and Wellbeing. 
· develop the cross curricular skills outlines within the national Literacy and Numeracy Framework and Digital Competency Framework. 
· can be identified when extra help is needed. They will be assessed to determine any Additional Learning Needs. We have links with numerous outside agencies that provide support for this when needed; 
· can be identified where appropriate as being a more able pupil who’s enhanced needs are then further catered for through specific differentiation, individual challenges and curriculum assessment / planning; 
· are given appropriate Sex Education (see our separate document: Sex Education Policy); 
· are encouraged in music; which plays an important part in the life of the school. Our aim is for children to listen to & appreciate music, play percussion instruments, sing and compose, and perform before an audience. 
· learn about geographical, historical and social aspects of the local environment and the national heritage, be aware of other times and places, and recognize links among family, local, national and international events; 
· acquire some knowledge of the beliefs of the major world religions, and take part in a daily act of worship alongside all other children in school. We also have regular visits by familiar members of the Local Clergy and the school enjoys positive links with our local Church; 
· develop agility, physical co-ordination and confidence in and through movement. There are opportunities for pupils to experience additional sporting activities including squash, tennis, golf, football, hockey and rugby activities provided by external agencies.
· learn how to apply the basic principles of Health, Hygiene and Safety.
