Provision that is available for all learners. 

Targeted Universal 
Provision 

Provision that is specifically put in place 
to meet small step targets of groups of 

learners.  

Additional Learning Provision 
Specific provision for individual learners that is 
above and beyond what is available for other 

learners. 

Provision guided by 
recommendations from external 

agencies. E.g. Ed Psych 

Precision 1:1 Teaching Adapted timetables 

Adapted or specialist 
equipment 

Targeted speech and language 
therapy(N.B. these are only 

accessible if set criteria is met) 
 

Requests for outreach support. 
E.g. literacy outreach
